Overview
The HP Proliant Essentials Lights-Out 100i Advanced Pack

provides you with an easy upgrade to a complete set of entry
level Lights-Out functionality on supported HP Proliant DL100
Series G3 Servers that are typically managed from a graphic
console. The Lights-Out 100i Advanced Pack enables the use
of Virtual KVYM Remote Console, Virtual Media and Secure
Socket Layer (SSL) and Secure Shell (SSH) encryption.

Using Lights-Out 100i Advanced Pack, you can perform
essential server hardware management and system
administration without physically visiting the server.

Features of the

Virtual keyboard, video, mouse (KVM) capabilities
enable the Lights-Out 100i remote system console with
KVM over IP performance. This functionality gives users a
single console that is responsive and agile for out-of-band
server administration. Lights-Out 100i Virtual KVM works
with a standard browser and no additional software is
required on the remote server or client system.

* Virtual media functionality enables efficient firmware
updates on remote host servers over the Internet or LAN
from floppy diskette image or ISO 9660 image on
your client.

* SSL and SSH support ensure secure public and private
network communication with the Lights-Out 100i
management processor using browser and command
line access. SSL and SSH protect management data
communicated over networks.

Installing the license

www.hp.com/support/files.

To enable the Lights-Out 100i Advanced functionality using a

supported web browser:

1. Llog in to Lights-Out 100i with a user ID that has
configuration privileges.

2. Click Licensing in the side navigation bar to display the
Lights-Out 100i License Activation page.

3. Enter the character license key in the space provided.

4. Click Install. The End User License Agreement (EULA)
confirmation appears.

5. Click OK to indicate that you have read and agree to the
EULA enclosed with this product.

The features of the Lights-Out 100i Advanced Pack are now
enabled.HP recommends you retain the license key for future
reference. The license key is required for technical support
and future upgrades.
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
